In 1968, Ebara Corporation signed a license to sell Elliott-branded equipment, which has been built since 
1975 in a new factory in Sodegaura, Chiba-ken, Japan.  Ebara bought Elliott in 2000, and began to lay 
the foundation for integrating the operations based in Sodegaura and in Jeannette, Pennsylvania.  Ebara’s 
global turbomachinery business has been known since 2008 as the Elliott Group.
